Meeting:

e Face — Protectors: Are not allowed to be worn in HCCL Fixtures and all
members are advised that if officiating in other matches, only masks bearing
the British Kite Mark are allowed. There are masks originating from overseas
which have not been safety checked.

e Any member still awaiting membership fee refund from the old ACUS should
contact the ECB direct.

e From January 1% 2011, subscriptions for the ACO will run from January to
December.
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e There are three Level 2 assessors in Yorkshire and AGM of YCB ACO is set for
20" November.

e Harry Marsden would like to remind all members, that umpires MUST sign the
result sheet, failure to do so could invalidate their insurance. Similarly they must
ensure that the captains sign the sheet as this then absolves the umpire of
responsibility.

e Not all captains are declaring the ages of their players on team sheets; this is
usually the players who are now 19. However the ECB age restriction is based
on the players age on the 31% August in the previous season.

e President Trevor asked that the league remind all clubs to provide 2 sets of
MATCHING bails.

e Note: If enough members show interest, then it is possible a level 1 course
could be run at Flockton
Guest Speaker:

Steven Sykes welcomed the opportunity to speak at the association meeting and gave a
synopsis of his umpiring career, reminiscing on characters a number of members knew.
